2. MINUTES OF THE PLANNING MEETING HELD ON December23rd  2014 – these  were agreed and signed as a true record
3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: None
4. PLANNING APPLICATION: DC/13/3620FUL –PART  OF LAND AT DENNINGTON HALL FARMS, DENNINGTON – Installation of 100kw of ground mounted solar PV, to generate electricity for use on the farm with any additional exported to the national grid.  
The  Chair outlined the proposal and circulated the plans, together with a site map and associated documents.   Councillors gave full support to the application 
5. ADDITIONAL COMMUNICATIONS: REF2156/13 -  LAND AT YEW TREE FARM, LAXFIELD – installation and operation of a single  250kw wind turbine with a hub height of 30m and an overall tip height of 43m(30m blade diameter).The clerk reported that she had received information that the applicant was seeking to appeal the decision and that councillors had been invited to make further comment. (The original application had been considered on  August 12th 2013  and refused). Additional comments needed to be submitted by February 4th 2014.
Councillors  agreed with their original decision to refuse on  the grounds of :-

· visual  impact

· it being of no benefit to the local community

· that the  proposed scheme only made a small  saving of  CO2, (approx  210 tonnes)

Furthermore councillors felt:-

· any  scheme should be  proportionate to the environment, (this one clearly wasn’t)

· wind turbines are intermittent producers of energy

· the manufacture and servicing of the turbine would bring no benefits to the local economy

In conclusion they agreed that the recent application for ground mounted solar PV  was a much more favourable option to provide greener energy.
