4, PLANNING APPLICATIONS: DC/17/4147/FUL: Grange Farm, Laxfield Rd,
Dennington: Conversion of outbuildings and stables to three holiday lets and associated
studio: Ch ClIr R. Wardley outlined the planning statement and the comments from SCDC
Planning Officer.

DC/17/4235/FUL: The Severalls, Severalls Lane, Dennington: Erection of two storey rear
extension and associated landscaping, installation of open air swimming pool: Councillors
discussed at length the planning application, considering applications that had already been
granted and the impact of this application on neighbours and the surrounding countryside.
